	An authorisation may be issued (and the terms and conditions of use may be set) only when an orbit resource is registered in the Master International Frequency Register.

	A fee for the issuance of an authorisation is set in the Description of Tendering Terms and Conditions (in the case of a planned orbit resource).

	7.
	Description of process for obtaining a service 
	An authorisation to use an orbit resource means a written document issued by the Communications Regulatory Authority of the Republic of Lithuania (hereinafter – the RRT) and/or a record in the publicly available electronic database administered by the Authority, granting the right to use the orbit resource stated therein under the terms and conditions established by the Authority (hereinafter – the authorisation).

Orbit resource means the radio frequency / channel and the orbit, including the position in the geostationary orbit, necessary for ensuring space radio communication.

Planned orbit resource means the orbit resource planned for the Republic of Lithuania, the terms and conditions of use whereof are defined in Annexes No 30, No 30A and No 30B of the Radio Frequency Regulation (hereinafter – the Regulation).

Planned orbit resources are allocated under a public tendering procedure (hereinafter – the tendering procedure) after submission of the tender documents referred to in the Description of the Tendering Terms and Conditions.
After the winner of the tendering procedure pays the fees set by the Authority and/or by the International Telecommunication Union and the relevant charges of the state, if any, under the procedure specified by legal acts, submits additional information where requested and registers the planned orbit resource in the Master International Frequency, the RRT determines the terms and conditions of use of the planned orbit resource and issues the authorisation.

Non-planned orbit resources are allocated directly to the person who requests them.
After the person fulfils the terms and conditions approved by the RRT for issuing the authorisation, including the terms and procedure for compliance with the coordination and notification procedures set out in the Regulation, pays the fees set by the Authority and/or by the International Telecommunication Union and the relevant charges of the State, if any, under the procedure specified by legal acts and registers the non-planned orbit resource in the Master International Frequency Register, the RRT determines the terms and conditions of use of the non-planned orbit resource and issues the authorisation.

An application may be submitted by a person:
- personally upon arrival to the Authority;

	List of documents to be submitted to obtain a permit
	An application to allocate a planned orbit resource. Once the RRT receives such application and identifies that it is possible to allocate the requested number of planned orbit resources, it announces a tendering procedure.
The documents which must be submitted are stated in the Description of the Tendering Terms and Conditions.
Before issuing an authorisation, the RRT may request additional information, which is necessary to register the planned orbit resource in the Master International Frequency Register.
An application to allocate a non-panned orbit resource and the information in the format established by the International Telecommunication Union about the technical parameters referred to in Annex 4 to the Regulation, the application of which is planned in the use of the non-planned orbit resource.
