	42 days after the day of receipt of the application in the Authority (where radio frequencies/channels are allocated under the Radio Frequency Rules). Where radio frequencies/channels are allocated under a tendering procedure or auction, the maximum timeframe of 42 days is extended as much as necessary for ensuring fair, reasoned, open and transparent procedures for all the parties concerned, however, not more than by 8 months in any case.
30 days after the day of receipt of the application in the Authority (where radio frequencies/channels are allocated under the Radio and Television Rules).

	The fee charged by the State for the authorisation – EUR 6.60. 
The fee shall be paid to any cumulative account of the State Tax Inspectorate, payment code – 5777 (State charges for the services provided by the Communications Regulatory Authority of the Republic of Lithuania).

	Description of process for obtaining a service 
	An application – a request together with the documents referred to in section 8 of this description (hereinafter – the application).

An application may be submitted by a person:

A power of attorney in accordance with the requirements of the Civil Code of the Republic of Lithuania, if the application is signed by an authorised person; 
Copies of documents proving a legal establishment, except for the economic entities registered in the Register of Legal Entities of the Republic of Lithuania. In case the economic entity is a group of persons associated by control or affiliation, copies of documents proving their legal establishment shall be submitted by each person in the group. If the information and documents submitted earlier together with a notification to the Authority have not changed after the day of notification on the beginning of operations under the Description of General Terms and Conditions for Engagement in Electronic Communication Operations as approved by Order No 1V-340 of 8 April 2005 of the Director of the Authority “On the approval of the Description of General Terms and Conditions for Engagement in Electronic Communication Operations” and the economic entity confirms that in the application, the requirement to submit copies of the documents proving a legal establishment of the economic entity shall not apply.
Together with the application filed under the Radio Frequency Rules, the application shall submit:
- documents proving the information about his/her capacity to comply with the obligations related to the use of radio frequencies/channels, if such obligations and the scope of information to be provided have been indicated by the Authority;
-  documents concerning the quantity and/or bandwidth of the radio frequencies requested for operations (this requirement applies only when submitting an application to allocate the radio frequencies/channels required for operations in relation to non-commercial functions of the State and its institutions).

Together with the application filed under the Radio and Television Rules, the application shall submit:
- copy of the license issued by the Radio and Television Commission of Lithuania, granting the right to establish and operate own electronic communication networks; 
- addresses and coordinates of the intended installation of repeaters, the heights of antennas above the ground and radiation parameters where the broadcaster and/or transmitter wishes to use microwave multi-channel television signal repeaters, which operate at the same radio frequencies/channels as the transmitters.
